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 A study group consisting of 63 participants was selected as per inclusion criteria of the study, of which 21 were hypertensive patients and 42 were normotensive controls. Information from each participant was collected by physical examination, questionnaires and collection of blood and urine samples. It was found that of these participants, 10 were Microalbuminuric and 53 were Non-Microalbuminuric. The frequency of Microalbuminuria among non-diabetic, hypertensive patients was found to be 23.9%. The association of Microalbuminuria and Hypertension was analyzed with some variables like Age, Glomerular Filteration Rate (GFR), Smoking, Total Cholesterol, Triglycerides and High Density Lipoproteins and it was found that except for HDL level and smoking, none of the variables had strong or significant association with Microalbuminuria and Hypertension. Student’s t-Test was also performed for Microalbuminuria and Hypertension to compare the mean values of all the variables among the respective groups of participants. Logistic regression was also applied which indicated that in the present study conducted none of the variable had strong association with Microalbuminuria.
